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“(1) The High Commissioner may by order make provision for
restricting the use of the telephone service to such persons or classes of
persons as he may think fit or for regulating or imposing conditions on
the use of the telephone service, and any such order may further make
provision for the enforcement thereof by authorising the removal of
telephone lines or apparatus and of the entry on property for that
purpose or otherwise, )

(2). Any person who shall contravene any order made under
subregulation (1) or any condition imposed by any such order shall be
guilty of an offence against these Regulations™.
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“All written and verbal communications are usually subject to
censorship and most belligerents oppose the private circulation of
correspondence, outside of the regular mail channels, in order to reduce
to a minimumn the infarmation of military or hostile character that could
be circulated within the occupied area. Such control extends also to
other means of communication (telephone, radio, telegraphy,
television, and carrier pigeons), and practically all manuals prohibit the
use of code by the inhabitants of the invaded enemy territory™.
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“Belligerent occupants have been granted far-reaching powers of
control, operation, and even acquisition of means of communication in
_occupied enemy territory, because of the great importance which such
means possess for them..... Thus all tclephone and ielegraph lines,
cables, radio stations (and now, presumably, televison transmitters) are
subject to control and use by the invader and usually are among the first
installations taken over when an occupation begins, Even if actual
operations are left to native inhabitants (a rather uncommon procedure,
at Jeast during the early stages o any occupation), the occupying power
may reserve for itself the right to control, supervise, and censor all
communications sent through these installations, regardless of whether
they belong to the enemy state or are the property of private interests”.
